Amended/Accepted Minutes

Last minute issue with trolleys being accessible – the city inquired and offered to provide accessible trolleys. Terry hung banners and said that none of the trolleys were accessible.  

Terry has the trolley banners.  Rachel has one bus stop sign.  Hilary said one bus stop sign and  two map stands will need to be replaced.  The bus stop signs and most stands are back at the annex.  Terry has the pole banners.
